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tourist’s visit and experiences.
Increased interest in Israel as a tourist destination
drew some 3.5 million tourists in 2010. This trend
is expected to continue in the upcoming years. The
Ministry of Tourism provides solutions for the services
required in these circumstances and actively
markets, develops and upgrades the tourist product.
