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Greetings (Definitive Stamp) - Mazal Tov for Marriage

According to Jewish law the marriage contract
may be finalized through money, document or
consummation. The marriage ceremony is
traditionally performed by using a ring which is
in part gold or silver as an equivalent to money.
The groom buys a wedding ring and puts it on
the bride's finger during the wedding ceremony.
The sentence that finalizes the marriage is recited
by the groom: "Behold, you are consecrated to
me with this ring according to the law of Moses
and Israel". It is customary to put the ring on the
bride's index finger during the ceremony and
then transfer it to the left ring finger.

My Own Stamp

The Mazal Tov wedding stamp (definitive) is being
issued as a My Own Stamp sheet.

The Israel Philatelic Service has been offering
products within the framework of the My Own
Stamp project since 2001. Over the years, an
assortment of stamps with various different themes
has been added, allowing a wide range of
audiences to utilize this special service and to
express themselves as they choose.

Each sheet contains 12 pairs of stamps (postage
stamp with personalized tab) and the sheet also
serves as a gift - both personal and official. Many
people in Israel, including opinion makers and
leaders, have already discovered the uniqueness
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of giving a personal stamp sheet as an original
and surprising gift.

In addition to the selection of current subjects,
the Israel Philatelic Service renews and refreshes
the design of the stamps, such as this new stamp
dedicated to the marriage ceremony.

Many couples notify guests of the most exciting
day of their lives by mailing wedding invitations
bearing personalized stamps. Even before the
invitation is opened - the stamp already says it
all because the message expressed by the
wedding ring is universal and the image speaks
for itself.
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
